Create ways to involve your audiences in the story by asking questions, having them
go through pictures or have them participate in your story.
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Here are some various methods to tell a story:

Photo Voice — Select important pictures then explain, why you chose
specific photos. Use photos to raise important issues then plan on providing
some resources/recommendations to solve the problem.
Google Map — Select locations and explain, why you chose those specific
location.
Video — Capture your location(s), select specific person and explain, why
you chose these specific video recordings.
Poster Board — Select images and layout your photos then tell your story
that matches your images.
